Do you not know that friendship with the world is 

enmity with God? Whoever therefore wants to be a friend of the world makes himself an 

enemy of God. - James 4:4 

 

 As much as we would like to sometimes serve the world at times, we must realize 

where our allegiances lie. Or, rather, where they should lie. It is God who has redeemed 

us, it is His Son who has paid the price for us, it is the Holy Spirit who has quickened us 

from the dead. We must never forget the debt we owe God, and we must live our lives 

accordingly with that thought forever stamped in the front of our minds.
